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A Haunted Evening at the Historical Ritz Theater  

Oklahoma Paranormal Researchers and Investigators 
(OKPRI), in conjunction with the Ritz Theatre, will have 
an evening of paranormal investigations from 5 p.m. to 
10:30 p.m. March 28. This historic theater was one of 
Oklahoma’s first theaters to be established and, for 
about 70 years, the Ritz has been a cornerstone of 
entertainment traditions in Shawnee, spanning the eras 
of silent movies to the first Dolby stereo in the state. 
OKPRI has investigated the Ritz extensively and has 
recorded some evidence to prove there are paranormal 
presences at the theater.  Local legend tells the story of 
Leo Montgomery, the theater’s projectionist for more 
than 50 years, who died of a heart attack in the upstairs 
projection room.
Many guests who visit the Ritz feel that it is haunted by 
the ghost of Montgomery, who reportedly walks the 
floors of the theater. But what about the upstairs board-
ing house? The public is invited to learn the history of 
the theater and listen to ghosts stories associated with 
it. 
The evening will begin with OKPRI’s presentation about 
the Ritz and its ghost stories. OKPRI members will share 
their findings of past investigations, display various 
types of equipment used and explain what it’s like to be 
a paranormal investigator.
The evening will end with small group tours of the 
theater conducted by the OKPRI team, and guests will 
be permitted to conduct their own ghost hunts by 
taking photographs, video and audio recordings. People 
are encouraged to bring flashlights. Participants must 
be older than 15.

The reservations are made on a first come first serve 
basis and both the cabin and the Para-Float admission 
can be paid in advance to reserve your spot by sending 
us a payment through paypal or through a check or 
money order.  There will still be camping available at 
the Arrowhead resort to all guests who choose to 
camp however each guest must reserve their own 
camping area with the Arrowhead Resort office and 
each guest will be responsible for their own camping 
and float fees if they choose to stay at Arrowhead.
